
SCHOLARSHIPS INFORMATION AND 
PROCEDURES 

 
 

 

 
 
The Queensland Academies Scholarship Program is open to students entering Year 
10 at each of the three Academies.   Scholarships are valid for three years of 
enrolment and only apply to the annual International Baccalaureate fee and the 
annual text hire and resource fee. 
 
A maximum of three scholarships will be awarded each year by each of the 
Academies. 
 
Eligibility and criteria  
 
Selection criteria are based solely on ACER test results. Scholarships will be offered 
to the highest achieving students. 
 
Selection process 
 
Selection of scholarship winners will be the responsibility of the Principals of the 
Academies.  
 
Conditions 
 
Each scholarship applies to 100% of the International Baccalaureate Program 
Fee and Textbook Resource Scheme for three years subject to you achieving 
continued high academic and work ethic results: 
 

1. You must be fully enrolled in the Academy. 
2. You must pass all your subjects at each reporting period 
3. You must maintain a grade point average of 4 with no less than a 3 in any 

given subject (this is based upon a 5 point grading scale with 5 as the highest) 
4. You must achieve all 5’s or 4’s for both industry and behaviour at each 

reporting period 
5. You must comply with the Academy Responsible Behaviour Plan.  

 
Application Process 
 

1. Scholarships will be offered to eligible students in writing by the Principal. 
2. Students must accept the scholarship by completing an application form and 

return it to the Academy by the due date.  
3. If a student has already paid the enrolment deposit fee of $250.00, this 

amount will remain in credit and will be applied against other fees and/or 
activities at the discretion of the student’s parents/guardian.
